The RTP was followed by a beautiful Ranjani Mala by 

Tanjore Sankara Iyer. The concluding thillana in Desh 

and few other short pieces like vishweswara and Kurinji 

Mangalam by Bhadrachala Ramadas were delightfully 

absorbing and an apt finale to an evening of enchanting 

music.
